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Detroit MGM Grand Showcases Erdman Sculpture  
 

Williston, VT – Sculptor Richard Erdman has been awarded center stage in the largest 

construction project, now completed, in the State of Michigan – the new MGM Grand 

Resort and Entertainment Center.  

 

Erdman’s bronze sculpture Sequita II was the final selection in a National competition 

of artists.  Sequita II was installed within the central lobby’s reflecting pool as the 

focal art work for the hotel.  The 4’ 4” L bronze sculpture appears to “float” on the 

water’s surface in curving, energetic, horizontal motion, as ripples from the wind. 

 

Mr. Erdman created Sequita II to capture the 

contemporary lines of the 400-room hotel and 

entertainment destination, a project of MGM 

Mirage. The building boasts a 14,000 square foot 

grand ballroom, and is also home to three 

signature restaurants by two of the world’s 

preeminent celebrity chefs: Wolfgang Puck and 

Michael Mina. The Detroit MGM Grand opened 

in October 2007. 

 

Separately, four Erdman sculptures were recently selected for permanent display in the 

Lumière Place Resort and Casino, opening in St. Louis later this year. He is also one 

of 36 artists selected for the acclaimed annual sculpture exhibition at the University of 

Leicester Botanic Gardens in the United Kingdom, running June through September 

2007. This year’s sculptors are all from the 

famous Studio Sem in Pietrasanta, Italy, now 

celebrating its 50th anniversary. Erdman’s 

exhibit sculpture is Sonata Morone.
